
  
 

 

 
 

 

 
 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 
 

 
 

 
 

 
 

 
 

 



  
 

 

 
 

  
  
 

 
  
 

 

 

 

 
 



 

 

 
 

 

 

 
 

 
 

 

 
 

 



  
 

 

 
 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 
 



 

 

 
 

 

 
 

 
 

 

 

 

 



  
 

 

 
 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



  
 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 



  
 

 

 

 

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



  
 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 
 

 
 

 
 

 
 



 

 

 



  
 

 

 

 
 

 



 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



  
 

 

The Territory of Attempting a Crime in the Islamic Penal Code of 
Iran Passed in 2013 

 
 

Abstract  
In Article 122 of the Islamic Penal Code approved in 2013, it is stipulated: 
"Anyone who intends to commit a crime and attempts to carry it out, but due to a 
cause outside of his will, his intention remains suspended, shall be punished as 
follows..." provided in Article 122 of the Islamic Penal Code means that "An 
attempt to commit a crime" all crimes stipulated in the special penal section of the 
relevant laws are punishable, or in fact the criminalization of " An attempt to 
commit a crime " has a "certain scope", Some crimes are inherently inconsistent 
with " attempting to commit a crime", In some cases, the attempting to commit a 
crime does not occur, and for the sake of criminal policy, the legislators have 
excluded some crimes from the circle of attempt to crime, despite the fact that the 
attempting to commit a crime is conceivable, and the Iranian legislature has 
followed this policy by relying on the grading of punishments in some crimes.  
This article has been with the aim of explaining the mentioned cases in the Islamic 
Penal Code of 2013 of the Islamic Republic of Iran
